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The suspect in the shooting death of a man who was repossessing a car
was arrested in DeKalb County Tuesday morning, Fulton County Police
spokeswoman Melissa Parker said.

Parker said Justin Moore, 29, was captured in a creek bed in DeKalb
County moments after he bailed out of a moving car because he saw an
investigator following the vehicle.

Moore was taken to Fulton County Police headquarters for questioning
and will  be taken to the Fulton County jail, where he faces charges
of murder, aggravated assault and possibly other charges, Parker said
at a news conference.

Parker said that Investigator Danny Doyle, a member of the Southeastern
Regional Fugitive Task Force, spotted Moore around 9 a.m. Tuesday in
the 3900 block of Flat Shoals Parkway. At the same moment, Moore saw
Doyle and that's when he bailed from the passenger side of the car,
Parker said.

Parker was unable to identify the driver of the car but said no one
else has been charged.

Brandon Thomas, 27, of Kennesaw was killed and a second man, Willie
Thackston, 36, was  wounded  last Thursday as they towed a 2004 Ford
Mustang from a south Fulton County home. Thackston remains at Grady
Memorial Hospital, where he was listed in stable condition Tuesday
morning.

Parker said that on the night of the shootings Moore saw the two repo
men confiscate his car and chased them down in a van he owned. She
said he shot one of the drivers, then forced the other to unload the
Mustang from the tow truck and then shot him.

Moore then drove his van back home and ran up the street to retrieve
his Mustang, she said. It was later found abandoned near
Hartsfield-Jackson International Airport in Clayton County.
