Police say Caitlin man fired gun at repo men


State police in Horseheads have charged Edmund S. O'Neill, 57, of
Caitlin, with criminal possession of a weapon and reckless
endangerment after they say he fired a semi-automatic handgun several
times over the top of a vehicle that was occupied by several people
who were trying to repossess a vehicle at O'Neill's home.

Police said the incident occurred late Monday evening at 195 Caitlin
Road. An investigation revealed that O'Neill possessed the hand-gun
illegaly, police stated in a press release.

Several weapons and a large quantity of ammunition were seized by state
police. O'Neill was arraigned in the Catlin Town Court on the felony
charges and remanded to the Chemung County Jail in lieu of $10,000
cash and/or $20,000 property bond.

Also during the investigation, Karen L. Crouse, 50, of the same
address, was charged with unlawful possession of marijuana after she
was found to possess a small quantity of marijuana, the release
stated. She was issued an appearance ticket to appear in Catlin Town
Court at a later date.
