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MVCONNECT, LLC and Recovery Manager Pro, LLC file lawsuits against Recovery Database Network, Inc. (RDN) and Digital Recognition Network, Inc. (DRN).

Never a dull moment in the Repossession Industry!

When I so often say that the Repossession Industry is forever changing, that’s exactly what I mean and to support that  in this instance, is the news regarding the recent lawsuits that were filed and served by MVCONNECT, LLC and Recovery Manager Pro, LLC against Recovery Database Network, Inc. and Digital Recognition Network, Inc.

Of course, www.theamericanrepossessor.com has no legal input or experience to make any judgments on either lawsuit and will not do so, however the contents of the lawsuits have the potential, one way or another to  impact the Repossession Industry as a whole.

One lawsuit was filed by MVCONNECT, LLC (you may recognize MVTRAC, LLC more than you perhaps would MVCONNECT, LLC – MVTRAC being a Division of MVCONNECT, LLC) in the United States District Court – Northern District  of Illinois – Eastern Division,  against Recovery Database Network, Inc. (better known to many as RDN) and Digital Recognition Network, Inc. (again, better known to many as DRN) for Patent Infringement.  This is  for United States Patent No. 7,579,965 B2 entitled – Vehicle Data Collection and Processing System – better known to the industry as  License Plate Recognition (LPR).

The other lawsuit was filed by both MVCONNECT, LLC and Recovery Manager Pro LLC in the United States District Court, Northern District of Texas – Dallas Division, against Recovery Database Network, Inc. (better known to many as RDN) and Digital Recognition Network, Inc. (again, better known to many as DRN) for Anti-Trust Violations and Civil Conspiracy.

The lawsuits MVCONNECT, LLC have filed are pertinent to patent infringement, unfair competition and violations of the Federal Anti-Trust laws against both RDN and DRN.

MCONNECT, LLC has alleged in its pending lawsuit in Texas that DRN’s and RDN’s unlawful and anticompetitive conduct has caused MVCONNECT, LLC to suffer millions of dollars in damages.

In addition, MVCONNECT, LLC  has alleged in its lawsuit that DRN and RDN are engaged in anti-competitive conduct which violates federal antitrust law and which has tortuously interfered with MVCONNECT, LLC’s business relationships.  Add to that, further  allegations that RDN and DRN have unlawfully conspired to restrain trade and that they had taken concerted and unlawful actions to unfairly restrain competition and that portions of DRN’s Master Affiliate Agreement are anti-competitive and unenforceable.

If you are interested in learning more about these lawsuits, as they are public documents, they are available in the Northern District of Texas and the Northern District of Illinois and can be obtained from the respective courts in which the lawsuits are filed.

It will be interesting to see how our industry reacts to the lawsuits and indeed, how they interpret their contents and claims.

What does this all mean to you?  No-one can answer that until the Courts decide.  www.theamericanrepossessor.com will be tracking the progress of each lawsuit and will keep you posted.
