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OCALA - A man who pointed a shotgun at a repossession man was arrested
Tuesday by a sheriff's deputy and charged with aggravated assault,
according to officials.

The repossession agent, Kenneth Munster, told Deputy Nicholas Austin
that he went to the 4200 block of Southeast 79th Street to repossess a
man's vehicle.

Munster told the official that he informed the defendant, later
identified as Gustavo Beraza Jr., why he was there and began strapping
the vehicle on to a tow truck.

Munster claimed Beraza told him about seeing people pulling guns on
repo men. He said Beraza reached into the vehicle and took out a
shotgun, racked it and raised it at him in an "aggressive manner," the
report noted.

Beraza's girlfriend told him not to do it.

Munster then called authorities.

Beraza and his girlfriend denied the accusations. The deputy, however,
later found the weapon, a Mossbery 12-gauge, hidden at Beraza's
sister's home.

Beraza was arrested and taken to the Marion County Jail.
