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Roxbury, NJ, repo company 
employees get probation for 
insurance fraud

Charges: Workers collected unemployment 
benefits while on the job

 Three employees of a Roxbury-based repossession 
company have been admitted into Morris County's 
Pre-Trial Intervention program for collecting a total 
of $28,313 in unemployment benefits while 
working.

The company itself, Specialized Recovery Services 
Inc. of Berkshire Valley Road, Kenvil, remains 
charged with insurance fraud, along with two of its 
agents, Jilliam Matucci and Patricia Galloway.

The company, with a 40-year history, specializes in 
repossession of automobiles, trucks, heavy 
equipment, motorcycles and boats.

A company representative declined comment today 
on the charges, which were filed by the Morris 
County Prosecutor's Office in September.

Employees Diana Rodriguez, Crystal DelCorpo and 
Sandra DePalma-Camlin, all of Hopatcong, were 
admitted Wednesday into PTI by Superior Court 
Judge Philip Maenza. They made no admissions of 
wrongdoing to get into the special probation 
program but agreed to testify if necessary against 
the firm.

The trio will be supervised on probation for three 
years, must all perform 50 hours of community 
service, and have to repay the state Department of 
Labor. If they successfully complete PTI the 
insurance fraud charges will be dismissed and they 
will not have criminal records.

Rodriguez was accused of defrauding the state by 
collecting $3,660 in unemployment benefits 
between May 16 and Aug. 12, 2009, while working f
or Specialized Recovery. DelCorpo illegally 
collected $12,029 in benefits from May 23 to Nov. 
7, 2009, and DePalma-Camlin collected $12,624 
between May 16 and Oct. 31, 2009, according to 
court records.
